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Joyce's International Nursery school is hardly
recognisable as the school we first saw three
or four years ago. Three shabby classrooms
with no furniture and a water well that went
deep into the centre of the earth represented
the school facilities. Of course, that is
normal in Gambia, so the surroundings
didn't dampen the spirit and energy of the
head-teacher, the teachers or the children.

But, the Gambian Children's Fund wanted more for the children.
We wanted clean, fresh drinking water on tap, we wanted a kitchen
to provide a midday meals, we wanted children to be able to go to
the toilet in sanitary conditions, we wanted furniture for the children
to sit on, we wanted blackboards for the teachers’ to teach on, we
wanted more classroom to accommodate the children...... and now
we have all these things, thanks to you and your support.

We have an on going commitment to the children and to the staff.
We need to pay the teachers' wages and pay for the midday meals.
Gambia is an area of extreme poverty, but despite that, the families
want to help towards the running of the school in any way they can.
Every Monday marning, every child brings in some wood, this is
then used throughout the week to cook the food. The Gambians
are proud people, they would rather not depend on charity, but
sadly they have no choice. Giving firewood to the school is the
only thing they can contribute.

It is a difficult time for everyone now with the worry of energy costs,
house prices, unemployment and a deepening recession. We at the
Gambian Children’s Fund are very aware of this but it doesn't stop
us asking for just 2 pounds a month to feed the children, if we don't
de it, nobody will, and there will be no need for the firewood.

Everything is relative, and however hard life becomes for us, it will
never reach the level of poverty that the developing world faces each
day. We have a support system that prevents us from hunger and
homelessness. No such system exists in Gambia.

We all deserve a break from stress and hardships . The Gambian
Children's Fund is not able to change the face of Gambia, we are not
able to solve all the problems and give everyone a good life, but
maybe, just maybe, with your help, we can at least make life a better
place for the children at Joyce's International School. With your
support, the new classrooms will be full of happy children, with food
in their stomachs, water in their cups and hope in their hearts.
